	Equipment Name
	
	Uses

	Bunsen burner
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	· Used for heating, especially where very high temperatures are required
· Uses a flame, powered by natural gas

	Beaker
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	· Used for holding/storing chemicals and containing reactions
· Not a very accurate container for measuring things

	Graduated cylinder
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	· Used for measuring out amounts of liquids
· Not the most accurate piece of equipment, but better than a beaker

	Test tube
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	· Used for holding small amounts of chemicals and containing reactions

	Evaporation dish
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	· Used for heating or drying out chemicals
· Made of ceramic, so able to withstand high temperatures

	Watch glass
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	· Used as a cover over beakers to prevent splashing during heating, or to prevent excessive evaporation (not an air-tight seal)

	Funnel
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	· Used for pouring solids or liquids into containers with small openings

	Buret
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	· Used for measuring how much of a liquid chemical has been used
· Number markings start at “0” at the top and go up as you near the bottom

· Stopcock at the bottom allows liquid to be released into another container below

	Erlenmeyer flask

	· Used for holding/storing chemicals, usually liquids
· Small mouth makes it harder for chemicals to be splashed out when they are being poured in or vigorously stirred

	Beaker tongs
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	· Used for handling beakers
· Rounded shape and rubber makes handling glass beakers easier

	Test tube tongs
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	· Meant for holding test tubes
· Lightweight and made of wire

· Usually used when heating something in a test tube

	Crucible tongs

	· Used for handling smaller, less-round items than beakers
· Can also be used for grasping objects in a flame, since they are metal and have no rubber covering

	Ring stand
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	· Used as a support to clamp things to so you don’t have to hold them in your hand

	Ring clamp
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	· Clamped to a ring stand to hold round objects like funnels or evaporating dishes

	Buret clamp
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	· Used for clamping a buret or similar thin, round item to a ring stand

	Volumetric flask
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	· Used for making precise amounts of solutions
· Only one marking on the flask that shows an exact amount of liquid inside the flask

	Wire gauze
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	· Used to hold up an object so that you can place a Bunsen burner underneath it
· Wire gauze goes on top of a ring clamp, then your container on top of the wire gauze, if the ring clamp doesn’t conveniently hold the container

	Test tube rack
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	· Holds test tubes upright
· May be wood or plastic

	Hot plate
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	· Used for heating, usually at lower temperatures

	Glass stir rod
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	· Used for stirring chemicals

	Scupula
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	· Used for scooping up solid/powdered chemicals
