SAFETY IN THE CHEMISTRY LAB

1. Always maintain quiet behaviour in the laboratory.

2. Never rush.  Always be prepared to stop quickly, if necessary.

3. Report all injuries and accidents to the teacher immediately.

4. Know the location of all emergency equipment:  fire extinguisher, fire blanket, first aid kit, eyewash fountain, emergency shower, exits.

5. NEVER place broken glass in a garbage can.  It should always be put in the designated broken glass container.

6. NEVER leave a heat source or flame unattended.  You will always be working with a partner, so be sure that one partner is with the heat source at all times.

7. Always wear closed-toed shoes in the lab.  Keep long hair and baggy sleeves tied back.  Don’t wear your most expensive clothing into the lab!

8. You must always wear safety glasses in the lab.  Lab coats are optional, but are always a good idea to protect your clothing.

9. Never taste any chemical.  If you need to smell a chemical, waft the odor toward your nose with your hand.

10. If you get any chemical on your skin, wash it off with plenty of cool water.  Make sure to wash your hands before leaving the chemistry lab, even if you don’t think you got any chemical on your hands.

11.  If you are instructed to pour chemicals down the sink after a lab is finished, make sure to wash it down with plenty of cold water to be sure that none stays in the drain.

12. Never return unused chemicals to their original containers.  They must be properly disposed of, in case of contamination.
